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FROM FR. DENNIS 

The past couple of years there has been a huge debate on the national level about who should and should not be able to 
continue to live and earn a living in this country.  It is a very popular discussion in Washington to talk about immigration 
reform.  We too often forget that apart from our Native American brothers and sisters, all of our famili es came here at some 
point in history to seek a better life and to live in a country founded on respect for personal and religious freedoms.  It gives 
one pause to ask the question:  "Why is it that the citizens of this nation often take things for granted?" 
 
I am not sure why my ancestors made the long journey across the Atlantic.  My father's ancestors came from Ireland.  My 
mother's ancestors came from Germany.  Both famili es have been in this country for a very long time.  The problem with 
being here for so many generations is that somewhere in the family history the stories have been lost.  I will never know the 
hardships of the Irish laborer who made the diff icult decision to leave friends and family behind in search of a better life.  I 
don't know the dreams and visions of that German farmer who dreamed of owning his own land.  I will never know the 
poverty those ancestors on both sides of my family endured.   
 
I have seen other places throughout the world.  There are so many things I enjoy that other people in other lands have no idea 
about. I have freedoms that the rest of the world may only dream of.  To be very honest, I take so much of it for granted.  
There is nothing that separates me from other people in the world other than an accident of history.  None of us were 
destined to be here.  All of us have found our way to this nation because of an attitude of hospitality and generosity of those 
who were already here. There was no one standing at the port of entry saying to a poor Irish worker, or a poor German 
farmer, that they have to turn around and go home.  The Indians did not meet the pilgrims at Plymouth colony and tell  them 
they have to return back to Europe.   
 
I find myself at this place in history because of the generosity and hospitali ty of others.  I have received my education and 
formation due to the generosity of the Church.  No one could ever afford an education for the priesthood.  It happens through 
generosity.  As much as we would all  like to think that we are self-made men and women, there are many people who have 
gone before us that have cleared a way for us.  
 
The Preface for the Thanksgiving Mass compares God's chosen people with Americans -- and some people think this is an 
exaggeration, but I don't.  Listen to some of the passages from the Preface: "Once you chose a people and gave them a 
destiny and, when you brought them out of bondage to freedom, they carried with them the promise that all would be blessed 
and all could be free. What the prophets pledged was fulf il led in Jesus Christ, your Son and our saving Lord. It has come to 
pass in every generation for all who have believed that Jesus, by his death and resurrection, gave them a new freedom in his 
Spirit.  It happened to our fathers, who came to this land as if out of the desert into a place of promise and hope.  It happens 
to us stil l, in our time, as you lead all men through your Church to the blessed vision of peace." 
 
The United States has been called the great "melting pot" -- and, to a certain extent it is; but it is even more a mosaic, many 
colors and many cultures in one beautiful expression of unity with diversity.  I am extremely grateful to be not only a 
Catholic, but a Catholic from, and of, the United States of America.  God has been so good to us, and most of us have 
recognized God's goodness and have responded with gratitude to him and with generosity to others.  
 
We recognize ourselves to be stewards, and not masters, of the abundance and of the freedom with which we have been 
blessed.  None of us are entitled to what we have been given.  It all comes to us from the generosity of those who have gone 
before us.  It comes to us from the loving hand of God. 
 

As we prepare our homes this week for the annual Thanksgiving meal, we remember and give thanks.

MARY QUEEN OF L.I.F.E. 
PROBLEMS IN THE APPLICATION OF THE DEATH 

PENALTY 
Submitted by Sr. Ann Rita Young 

 
 L.I.F.E. means Life Is For Everyone.  Does that mean 
even a murderer, rapist…this man on trial?  If Jesus taught us 
anything it is that violence creates more violence, that cruelty 
must be met with forgiveness. Grace in us makes such heroic 
forgiveness possible. 
 The above is easy to say, but difficult to live. However, 
we are living in a real world, living with evil decisions, living 
with imperfections. Our justice system is not perfect, either.  
Hence, I submit that it is this imperfection which warrants a 
permanent moratorium on the death penalty. 
 There are difficulties inherent in Capital Punishment.  
First, it prevents any possibilit y for reform, rehabil itation, and it 
ends any new beginning and moral growth in the criminal. 
 Second, there have been cases where new evidence 
brought to light the innocence of the person.  Sometimes this 
evidence came too late.  Such miscarriage of justice evokes its 
own special horror. 
 Third, long delays are necessary as part of the safeguards 
and opportunities for appeal.  Such delays cause anxiety and 
uncertainty on the part of the defendant and also the victim.  Life 
is on hold, reorientation delayed.  Despair, aimlessness, and, fear 
result.  The effectiveness of capital punishment as a deterrent is 
diminished. 
 Fourth, the legal system, while providing counsel for 
indigent defendants, does not do so with the same resources 
which the well  off can provide for themselves.  Public defenders 
are often overworked and lack money for investigators. 
Moreover, there is a belief that more African Americans are 
executed than whites.  Statistics show that in Ohio since 1976, 
there have been 32 executions, 11 were African American, 21 
white.  Nation-wide, since 1976, there have been 1171 
executions, 408 were black and 604 were white.  These statistics 
are correct as of Nov. 9, 2009. (National statistics on the Death Penalty 
and race)  This means that 35% of those executed were African 
Americans, and 52% are white.  However, the U.S. census shows 
that 74% of the U.S. population is white, and 13.4% is African 
American. Hence, a higher percent of the African American 
national population is executed than white.  This suggests that 
racism may be inherent in the legal and justice system. 

In light of the above, can you justify the Death Penalty? 
 

HELP NEEDED 
 

The Finance Council is looking for 3-4 able, and 
available, parishioners to join our Audit Committee.  
The position would involve a quarterly review of areas 
of interest with the parish bookkeeping and financial 
statements (i.e. bank reconciliations, inspection of 
records, review of transactions, etc.).  A background in 
accounting or QuickBooks would be helpful.  The time 
commitment would be 4-6 times a year (10 hours a 
year).
