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FROM FR. DENNIS 

 
Several years ago Bishop Blair published a small document entitled Pentecost in Our Time.  It is his continued 
hope that an enthusiasm for evangelization will take root in the diocese.  It was out of this vision that The Spirit of 
Jesus Alive Today: a New Pentecost in our Time was born.  The Spirit of Jesus Alive Today was the recently 
completed home visitation process throughout the diocese. 
 
I am a member of the planning committee that has designed this evangelization effort with the diocese.  This past 
week the committee has been traveling the diocese to hear the experience of so many parishes regarding this 
evangelization effort.  We were not sure how the visitation effort would be received by the parishes.  When the 
thought of going door-to-door was first proposed, it was met with a high degree of apprehension.  Now that the 
diocese has completed this effort it is truly refreshing to hear people, who participated, describe the experience 
with words such as exhilarating, hopeful, promising, and enjoyable.  It has been such a positive experience that 
teams throughout the diocese have expressed the desire to continue their efforts to reach out to the unchurched and 
inactive Catholics. 
 
Over the past year, the Pastoral Council of the parish has been studying ways in which our parish can be a more 
evangelizing parish.  They have developed an evangelization plan and have taken steps to develop a parish 
evangelization committee. 
 
For years Catholics have been afraid of the word of evangelization.  Oftentimes we think that it involves us 
standing on the street corner with a sign that reads “Are you saved?”  Or the sports fan who is always on television 
holding the sign “John 3:16”.  The truth is that evangelization is simply about making Jesus known.  It is most 
effectively done by invitation.  It is refreshing to see that Catholics are becoming increasingly comfortable with 
the word. 
 
Please pray for the success of our evangelization efforts here at St. Patrick.

 I went to a workshop once and the  psychologist speaking 
told us that he had a phrase framed and hanging on the wall.
