On behalf of the entire staff of the Parish and School, I extend to each of you a very Merry Christmas. 

 

It is truly a busy time. It is a season that is full of energy and excitement. But it is also filled with anxiety and nervousness.  

How are we going to get everything ready? Are all of my gifts bought? What do I need to do to get the family Christmas 

party together? Who is bringing what? What about the office gift exchange? There is such a flourish of activity in our 

homes, I think that most people are relieved when it is finally over. I wonder whether it is because of all this activity that we 

lose focus on what the season is really about.

Do we lose 

focus on the what the season is truly about because of the hustle and bustle of the season. Somewhere in the midst of what 

Christmas has become, we need to recover a sense of simplicity that so clearly enabled the Shepherds to see Christ. 

 

As Pope Benedict said so beautifully in his Christmas homily of 2006: 

Godôs sign is simplicity. Godôs sign is the baby. Godôs sign is that he makes himself small for us. This is 

how he reigns. He does not come with power and outward splendor. He comes as a baby ï defenseless and 

in need of our help. He does not want to overwhelm us with his strength. He takes away our fear of his 

greatness. He asks for our love: so he makes himself a child. He wants nothing other from us than our love, 

through which we spontaneously learn to enter into his feelings, his thoughts and his will ï we learn to live 

with him and to practice with him that humility of renunciation that belongs to the very essence of love. 

God made himself small so that we could understand him, welcome him, and love him.

READINGS FOR THIS WEEK  

Today we celebrate the greatest birthday of all. It happened in 

the poorest of settings, a stable built for farm animals. And it 

was first celebrated before the most ordinary and poorest of all 

people back then, shepherds whose only claim to importance 

was that they took care of animals. Their hours were constant. 

They could not afford to lose a single sheep. According to the 

gospel they were on their ñnight watch,ò expecting little more 

than it be over.  

 

Suddenly they were startled by an angelôs cry: Go to Bethle-

hem and see what God had done. While you may think of 

yourselves as the lowest, God calls you to see the highest. 

Godôs glory fills an ordinary stable. Go and see.   

 

Think about it. The one who is the creator of the entire uni-

verse (which we now know is really large!) is there, lying in a 

hay-filled feeding trough (thatôs what a manger was). Heôs but 

a baby, wrapped in ordinary pieces of cloth. We might call 

them rags (thatôs what swaddling clothes were). There begins 

his life as the Savior of the world (thatôs what the angels told 

the shepherds). The scene is one of immense, almost unimag-

inable contrasts.  

 

But Jesus came to pull what was separated together, literally to 

join heaven with earth, God with us. God made the first move 

and we, with Mary and Joseph and those ragamuffin shep-

herds, are to respond. Our first words should be filled with 

gratitude over all that God is doing for us. We will never fully 

grasp the depths of Godôs love for us, but we can get some 

small appreciation of it by looking over the shoulders of the 

shepherds to see in that small baby the heart that created all 

that is, including ourselves. Itôs fitting to first say, 

ñUnbelievable.ò But follow that with, ñI believe.ò  

 

Have a Merry Christmas and a Blessed New Year!
